Environment Agency Licence

* No boilies, nuts or pulses

* No fish over 1lb to be kept 

in keepnets

* All nets to be dipped on site.

* Unused bait must NOT be 

discarded into the water -

scatter it on the bank for the 

birds to eat

* No rods to be left unattended

* £6 / person / day (2 rods only)

* £4 O.A.P. & chidren - 16yrs

* Children under 12 yrs must 

be accompanied by an adult

grazing for horses are available. Other activities include cycling, birdwatching (RSPB reserves 
nearby), golf or visiting National Trust properties and gardens, etc.

Established in 1993, the setting attracts a host of wildlife and is 
regularly visited by otters, badgers, rabbits, deer and 70 species of
birdlife (RSPB survey), including kingfishers nesting on site.

got away'!  There is ample parking, a thatched shelter and access for the less able.
